(Thank you,
uthesos@caiesnet DOt Reed for your informative e-mail about the Week of Prayer) Let
me encourage you to continue to pray fervently for the mission en-
deavors of churches on our district. It is crucial that AT LEAST
90% of our churches pay their WEF in full. That was so clearly il-
lustrated recently when we saw the effect of years of WEF pay-
ment providing the infrastructure necessary in Haiti to effectively
respond to the needs there following the earthquake.

We prayed urgently when, in January, we learned that 21 of our

72 churches had paid 0 on their WEF, and that the total percentage
of district payment was only 38.62%. However, the latest report
(2/16/10) lists only 10 churches as having paid 0, and the total per-
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centage of district WEF payment as 47.03%! God is working in dif-

ficult financial times for our churches. Be assured, the NMI council

and | are praying for all our churches as we approach the time for

the Easter Offering.
